The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Hallstrom. 
 

It was duly noted that the meeting was properly announced. 
 

Roll call was completed by City Clerk Langenfeld. 
 

A motion was made by Brandt, seconded by Dudzinske, and carried to approve the agenda as presented.  
 

A motion was made by Dudzinske, seconded by Beirne, and carried to approve the minutes from the 
previous meeting.  
 

Neither Public Participation nor Communications occurred. 
 

Brandt nominated Hallstrom to continue in his position as Park & Recreation Commission Chair. A 
motion was made by Beirne, seconded by Dudzinske, and carried to close nominations and to declare 
Hallstrom the Park & Recreation Commission Chair. 
 

Laura Bell, 8th grade Social Studies teacher requested to have a Civil War reenactment in Kiwanis Park on 
May 16, 2013, from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. A motion was made by Brandt, seconded by Dudzinske, and 
carried to approve the request to hold the Civil War reenactment on May 16, 2013 in Kiwanis Park. 
 

Dan Weber and Bob Heus address the commission with their request to run the recreation football 
program for the City of New Holstein. Weber indicated that they would like to have 6th, 7th, and 8th grade 
tackle football with the introduction of an instructional tackle program for 5th graders. Weber will also 
conduct the flag football program for Grades 2nd through 4th. A motion was made by Brandt, seconded 
by Dudzinske, and carried to approve the request to change the New Holstein Recreation Football 
program to 6th – 8th grade tackle, the introduction of 5th grade instructional tackle football and to run the 
flag football program for Grades 2nd through 4th through the local football organization. 
 

City Clerk Langenfeld presented a request from the Sheboygan Falls YMCA to host the flag football 
program in New Holstein this fall. A motion was made by Brandt, seconded by Dudzinske, and carried to 
deny the request based on the new program that will be offered locally as mentioned above. 
 

Hallstrom presented the attached list of potential park items that Sandy Cooley would like to donate to 
Kiwanis Park. Cooley has requested to have the merry-go-round or the large metal slide removed and 
replaced with one of the new items. Hallstrom indicated that he will present this request at the next 
Kiwanis Club meeting in June. A motion was made by Beirne, seconded by Brandt, and carried to 
recommend that the Satellite Climber 72”, Comet II, and 2 Kid Force Spinners be recommend to the 
Kiwanis Club for installation. 
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A motion was made by Beirne, seconded by Brandt, and carried to approve the request made by Melissa 
Giebel to use the Kiwanis Park buildings and shelters and to hold a 5K walk/run on Saturday, October 12, 
2013 to benefit Bully Prevention on the routes as indicated on the attached map. 
 

A motion was made by Beirne, seconded by Brandt, and carried to approve the request made by Melissa 
Giebel to hold a candle light vigil for Domestic Violence Awareness Month at the Community Center and 
Kiwanis Park on Tuesday, October 1, 2013. 
 

Langenfeld shared a request from Tom LaFountain, from Chilton High School to host an eight school 
tennis invitational at the Kiwanis Park Tennis Courts on May 4, 2013. A motion was made by Brandt, 
seconded by Beirne, and carried to approve the request that the school should contact the City earlier in 
the year and that signs, provided by the school, are posted at the courts to let the public know that the 
courts are closed during this event. 
 

A motion was made by Beirne, seconded by Dudzinske, and carried to approve the request from the 
Soccer Association to host a soccer camp at Kiwanis Park July 8 – 12, 2013 from 1-4 p.m.  
 

A motion was made by Brandt, seconded by Dudzinske, and carried to approve the Aquatic Center 
Operations Guide with minor changes to the content. 
 

Depies presented the attached map which shows the location of three trees that have been requested 
to be removed from two separate areas in the City.  The Commission agreed that the Canopy study 
provided information on which trees need to be removed from Civic Park first and that those trees need 
to be addressed first before money is spent to remove healthy trees. A motion was made by Beirne, 
seconded by Brandt, and carried to approve the removal of the tree located at 1812 Illinois Avenue. 
 

City Clerk Langenfeld informed the Commission that Jeremy Stephany will be bringing on a part-time 
staff member to clean the facility. 
 

Aquatic Center Program Director Jeremy Stephany provided the following update: Water aerobics will 
be offered on the weekends this summer; an additional week of lessons has been added to assist in 
fulfilling a request from the Elementary School summer school program; the hours on the weekends 
have been extended from 10 a.m. – 4 p.m., 4 p.m. – 5 p.m., & 5 p.m. – 8 p.m.; a third session of lessons 
have been added; Staff meeting is scheduled for May 5; pool will open on June 1st for the weekend, then 
open for the season on June 8th. 
 

Depies indicated that the Emerald Ash Borer will be addressed at the June meeting when we meet at the 
park. 
 

Discussion did not occur on item 21 as it was addressed earlier in the meeting. 
 

City Clerk Langenfeld reviewed the April Park, Recreation and Forestry Financials. Item a. was tabled 
until the next meeting. 
 

Hallstrom acknowledged a thank you note from Joelle Meyers. 
 

The next meeting will be held at 6:30 p.m. on June 5, 2013 at the Aquatic Center Party Room. Future 
Agenda items include: moving the old ice skating rink lights to the Baseball Diamonds and to purchase 
new lights; Hipke Baseball Sign placement.
